ASSOCIATION OF MAYOR’S COURT CLERKS OF OHIO
Standards for Certification of Mayor’s Court Clerks of Ohio

1. You must be a member in good standing of the Association of Mayor’s Court Clerks of Ohio.

2. You must accumulate fifty (50) credit hours over a three-year period.

3. You will receive one (1) credit hour for every hour of job related seminars, workshops, or training sessions provided by either the municipality or a public/private source dedicated to the advancement of higher learning.  

4. The Ashland University seminar is required.  This seminar will be given every two years.

5. Deputy Clerks are eligible for accreditation.

6. You will receive one (1) credit hour for each year you have been a Clerk of Court or full-time Deputy Clerk (prior claimed years of service cannot be reclaimed).

7. For those Deputy Clerks who work part-time, one-half (½) credit hour will be earned for each year worked part-time (prior claimed years of service cannot be reclaimed).

8. Credit for computer classes will be limited to ten (10) credit hours within a two-year period.

9. Monthly district meetings will count toward accreditation.  One (1) credit hour for each hour of education will be allowed.

10. Fall and Spring seminars will earn credit hours for the number of hours of classes, excluding business meetings.

11. You must submit your points to your Area Representative by March 15 prior to the Ashland University Seminar.  
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
