Secretary Janice Speicher presented the board meeting minutes from April 22, 2009.  There were no corrections or additions.  Kathy Kaluger motioned to approve the minutes with a second from Marcia Soos.  The minutes were approved.

Treasurer Marcia Soos presented the treasurer’s report dated September 24, 2009 with an ending balance of $24,429.53.  The report was filed for audit.

Education committee chairperson Karen Woodward gave the education committee report. There were some last minute changes to the speakers.  As a result, the auditor is scheduled for the conference, which is very timely, since we have several changes in court costs as a result of HB 1.  The Kent State spring conference is April 21, 22, and 23, 2010.  A location still needs to be arranged, but the committee is looking at the Clarion Inn in Hudson (formerly the Holiday Inn).  
We discussed the state association contributing towards the registration fee for Kent State.  Marcia Soos moved for the association to subsidize $50.00 for each person registered for Kent State.  Kathy Kaluger seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  

The fall seminar for 2010 is set for the Embassy Suites in Dublin and we signed a new two year contract.  Upcoming dates are September 23 and 24, 2010 and September 22, and 23, 2011.

The education committee also discussed developing a mentoring program to help new clerks with their jobs, as well as taking an active role in checking in on the clerk.

Janice Speicher volunteered to get the new directories for 2010-2011 printed.  Before Cindy Bitter retired, she forwarded all the printing information and the membership list to Janice.  Janice will coordinate with Marcia once she obtains new membership information after the first of the year.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:     

Since not too much is happening with the legislators, our lobbyist is on standby.  

Angie Zeleznik mentioned that Jim Trakas, who we met last spring and was offering public relations services for the association, is now employed in the private sector and is no longer available.

NEW BUSINESS:

Linda would like to create a historical committee and have a historian to preserve our association’s past.  After discussion, Karen Woodward will hold onto the past meeting minutes and photographs she has and the new president can form a committee.

Clyde Bellinger mentioned that he and his deputy clerk have been working on a mass e-mail list which we can use for state-wide announcements, legislative updates, etc.  Clyde will be sending a test e-mail soon.

The association needs to assign a parliamentarian and a legislative person.  It was decided to have the new president assign these duties.

Due to the late registrations, it is difficult to give the hotel an accurate head count for food, room set-up, etc.  Marcia volunteered to mention this in the meeting tomorrow and to let everyone know they do not have to wait to submit their registration with their payment.   She will emphasize the importance of getting the paperwork to her as soon as possible. 
Marcia Soos motioned to adjourn the meeting at 8:20 p.m.  The meeting was adjourned.
